1. Alcohol and Drugs: Itisillegal for a participant to be found in possession of or under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs. A
participant found under the influence or in possession of alcohol and/or drugs will be immediately expelled from the trip
without refund.

Notification regarding
prescription drugs must be listed on the back of this sheet and presented to the head chaperone before departure. (Please Note:
A participant's luggage and/or room may be searched for alcohol and/or drugs at any time).

2. Unacceptable conduct: Excessive rowdiness, fighting, damaging property, foul language, and any illegal act(s) including
stealing or shoplifting.

3. Any paid participant inviting or encouraging a non-paying person (or stowaway) to participate on the trip, stay in a hotel room,
or enter any attraction with the group, will lose hig'her privilege of participation.

4. Participants are responsible for being on time for all events and departures. |If students are excessively late for a departure,
(more than 10 minutes) they may be left and it will be their responsibility to provide transportation to the next destination.

5. Dress Code: Participants are expected to abide by the dress code as outlined by Walt Disney World® (in the dress code
brochure provided by Disney), during Disney's Grad Nite and Blast-Off Party events OR Univer sal Orlando (in the dress code
brochure provided by Universal) during Universal’s Grad Bash and Pre-Party events. Any article of clothing deemed vulgar,
offensive, or inappropriate by chaperones or USA Staff should not be worn at any time on this trip.

6. Participants are financially responsible for any damage to hotel rooms, motor coaches, theme parks, etc.

7. Maesand Females are not permitted in each other’s room.

8. Students are responsible to chaperones while on the trip and must stay with the group. Any deviation from the group and/or trip
itinerary is only permitted with proper consent of the responsible chaperone. In other words no one is permitted to leave the
hotel, theme park, or any location on their own.
